24 Hour Perpetual Cup
Facts 
1. The cup was presented to the club by BARC at the instigation of Paul Robertson.
2. It was first presented in 2006 so has 7 names on it 3 of which are Rent Boys.
3. When the Rent Boys first won it they had to put a larger plinth on to get their name on it and it would need further work if any more names are to be added.
4. The old Trophy has the words 'Stingray' on the front.
5. A couple of years ago Alec had to fabricate and fix a new wooden plinth to the base as the old one was full. This has made the trophy look a bit 'Bottom heavy' and out of proportion.
6. It was won three times in a row by Rent boys It is common in many forms of sport for winners in three consecutive years to be awarded the cup on a permanent basis. EG. FIFA World Cup Trophy — Awarded to the winners of the FIFA World Cup from the 1974 FIFA World Cup onwards. Previous winners were awarded the Jules Rimet Trophy (known simply as Victory until 1949), which was awarded in perpetuity to Brazil after their 3rd win in the 1970 FIFA World Cup. Both are referred to colloquially as the World Cup
7. Alec spoke to Mervyn in 2013 at Silverstone or Croft and was under the impression that Mervyn had OK’d their buying a new cup and keeping the old. They say that they asked him if he wanted to see the new one and that he declined and further that he said "Thats a great idea I can't see a problem with that at all".
8. Mervyn recollects the conversation but not much of its content. He was not aware of having approved anything.
9. Nothing was confirmed in writing and no other board member was informed by either Mervyn or the Rent Boys.
10. On the basis of this conversation they purchased a cup which they deemed inappropriate so bought another which cost £500.
11. The cup was in their tent on display during the race for all who cared to see, however almost no-one in the club knows what the original looks like as it is only paraded for half an hour each year. . 
12. The main problem was that almost all members of the club found out about it after the new cup had been presented. 
13. A considerable amount of often uninformed “twittering” has raised the temperature but done little else. 

Conclusions 
There is no evidence that anyone acted “dishonestly”. It is a pity that the arrangements were not confirmed in writing but it is easy to wise after the event. The previous cup is of lower quality and has very limited space for names to be added with considerable work to plinth etc. If we accept the new one the club has a much better cup which is more fit for purpose and will have all the names from 1990 inscribed on it, a true record of the race to date. 
Solutions 
1. The original Cup is returned and the club pays for the replacement. 
2. The status quo is maintained and the Rent Boys will pay for all names for the last 20+ years to be inscribed on the new one.
