	TP8 Success Ballast

	Implement a system similar to touring cars to make racing more even.
	In principle not a bad idea but further discussion raised concerns about the complexity, fairness and expenditure required to make a fair and feasible system which made an appreciable benefit for the championship.
	Not recommended.

	TP14 Points System – Sporting Reg out of Tech Committee Remit

	Make points system fairer for single drivers, using Matt Hollis as example.
	Benefits to driving as single or shared drive discussed. Shared drive is a big draw to the club, single driver incentives discussed - all agreed recognition for single drivers would be good ‘unofficial single driver championship’.  Largely difficult to implement a fairer system for both types of driver. Single drives have more points available but shared drivers can sometimes have the effect of one driver carrying the other higher in champ to disadvantage of single drivers.
	Current points system works – Not recommended. 
Aspire to have recognition of single driver performance.

	UK Hybrid Proposals TP – 12 and 17.

	Two proposals received and discussed in parallel.
· UK Hybrid for 24hr race.
· UK Hybrid for all sprint races.
	Concerns raised that a UK Hybrid proposal being accepted by the club in either scenario would lead to further slip on the rules and a potential to dramatically change the club and the cars (see Belgian club).
2cv Hybrid looks like a 2cv – a clear distinction would have to be made between a current UK Club or Eco car and a UK Hybrid.

Discussion became wayward and focused on a higher level look at the other classes invited to ‘our’ 24hr race. The following recommendations were made with regard to additional classes:
· A handicap should be applied to any additional class (Belgian, C1, Mini). The handicap should be fair to the invitation classes with the intention that the handicap would give every entrant regardless of racing class an equal opportunity to win the race out-right. This could be imposed as a lap penalty on the  basis of previous experience.
· A financial incentive should be given to UK 2cv sprint classes. This should be attractive enough to make other entrants consider entering a UK 2cv.
	TP12 for 24hr: Recommended on the caveat that there is an adequate penalty applied and there is a clear differentiating feature to UK club and economy class cars.

TP17 for full season: Not recommended, would mean massive upheaval for most competitors and unnecessary cost.

	TP1 Alternators 

	Several varieties of alternator available and in use. Proposal is intended to make regulations represent current racecars.
	So many varieties used, no notable benefit to using different alternators, aside from those with free wheeling mechanisms. 
It’s possible with HID, LEDs and normal bulbs to run a standard alternator with a heated screen.
	Recommended free alternators with no free wheeling mechanisms allowed

	TP2 – Pedal Extensions

	Pedal extension plates are commonly used, not technically legal. Re-enforcement is commonplace.
	Rules will need to be carefully written to ensure original pedals are retained, re-enforcement is allowed and plates are allowed.
	Recommended

	TP3 – Use of Nankang Tyres as Control Tyre

	Raised as a result of fears Toyo would cease supply of 310. Toyo confirmed supply will continue. 
Nankang tyre is cheaper unit cost.
	Would need a fair change over period to enable use of current stock of Toyos, though there is a performance advantage to the Nankang tyre so effectively drives cost into racing for those who wish to be competitive.
	Not Recommended.

	[bookmark: _GoBack]TP4 – ID Plates

	It is Mandatory for all race cars to be fitted with a Classic 2cv Racing club ID Plate.
	
	Recommended.

	TP5 – Banning of Foam Air Filters

	Foam Air filters to be banned on safety grounds.
	Several foam air filter fires, usually as a result of another issue however in the case of another air filter type being fitted no fire would have occurred.
	No recommendation –  committee equally split. 

	TP6 - Vent Flaps being Filled In

	Several cars have had vent flaps covered and filled in or sealed – this changes the appearance of the car.
	Many cars like this and have been for a long time. 
General consensus was that this is not an issue if the original appearance is maintained, thus the metal trim strip above the vent flap should be maintained.
	Recommended

	TP7 – Disabled Driver allowed to make accessibility mods.

	Disabled drivers to be allowed to make modifications to enable them to race, subject to approval of the technical committee.

	Unanimously in favour.
	Recommended

	TP9 – Composite Panels

	Changing the word ‘fibreglass’ in 5.6.3.16 to ‘composite’ to allow Kevlar panels.
	Discussion around allowing Kevlar panels, and whether wording should be Kevlar as ‘composite’ allows many other materials. Carbon fibre would be allowed – but after some discussion it was agreed to be unlikely carbon fibre panels would be produced and used, and even so their benefits would be limited 
	Recommended

	TP10 - Manufacture of Track Rods

	Track rods to be manufactured to support proposal from previous year.
	Track rods to be free, though outer track rod end components should remain standard.
	Recommended

	TP11 – Carb Inserts

	Carb inserts allow a more consistent AFR to be achieved throughout the rev range.
	Opens up a lot of room for development, difficult to control, multiplies number of variables in getting a car to be competitive.
Discussion and comparison to made about Webers at later date.
	Withdrawn

	TP13 – Fibreglass Splitters.

	Allow splitters to be made out of fibreglass.
	Wording should be composite, inline with previous discussion.
Proposal is as a result of increasing splitter costs. Concern around competitors being allowed to make their own splitters where there is no specification currently available.

LT to ask Roy about HDPE splitters.
	Recommended

	TP15 – Barrel Measurement Procedure

	Proposal to change measurement procedure, and the requirement for head volume and barrel dimension spacers to be separate, and to be removed when barrel dimensions to be measured.
	Head and barrel spacers should be separate, otherwise the measurement of the barrel to barrel dimension becomes inherently flawed, head spacers should be removed for barrel length measurement. 
	Not Recommended.

	TP16 – Allow use of 123 Ignition

	Allow the use of the standard (non tunable) 123 Ignition system.
	Some competitors have had reliability problems with Lumenition, having to buy several. 123 has many variants and could be difficult to control.
	Not Recommended.

	TP18 – Newman Cams 

	Allow Newman Cams to be an alternative supplier of club cam
	Discussion postponed until further measurement activities have been performed.
Thanks to Paul and Mike for performing several round of cam measurement.
	- 

	TP19 – 175 Tyres for UK Hybrid

	Allow any production classed tyres for UK hybrid use.
	May put more load on gearbox, though is a cheaper alternative to building a gear box in order to change ratios.
	Not Recommended

	TP20 – Coloured Lights

	Mandate yellow headlamps for UK 2cvs in 24hr to make it easier to spot similar paced cars in the dark.
	Concerns raised about detrimental effect on light output and visibility.
Idea liked by some for French connection and ease of spotting other classes as used in other forms of endurance racing.
	Recommended.
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
