Resignations

Remit of the committee
Terms of reference presented and agreed.
Spoiler Update
An order has been raised for ESP plastics to create a new splitter tool – Richard Hollis is currently trying to understand the status of the tool – New tool has now been made and a test spoiler has been sent out for review/approval.
The proposal that Kevlar spoilers supplied by Gadget should be permitted will be discussed and potentially agreed when a Kevlar spoiler is available for review by the Technical Committee. Similar the Fibreglass spoiler that has been made.
Airbox Idea – Further Ideas
The Technical Committee reviewed the proposed air filters. It was viewed that the proposed ITG box was expensive and potentially came with a loss of power. It was agreed that this year should run as is, and any developments will be reviewed after Race 1/season end as necessary.
2cv Archive Drawings
The barrel to barrel drawing has incorrect measurements which needs rectifying.
Synchromesh drawings were requested.
RH requested that a member of the Technical Committee took away an action to review the regulations and suggest where ‘Standard’ parts were specified, and drawings are required. This is to be done by the AGM.

Technical Tools
Chris Yates has a retort stand for the burette for head volume measurement. Cyl head volume tool – is this complete? A cradle is required to hold the head when being measured, Mike Fox volunteered to create this. To be calibrated.
RH took the barrel to barrel measurement tools from LT. This also needs calibration. RH to investigate. (kept in the fridge to ensure flatness?)
Uncertainty around flight cases – were two purchased? Only once currently present. LT to enquire.
Scales believed to be with Sandro – Chris Yates to check that this is still the case & that these are calibrated. 
Ramps – are these still with Paul R? Can these be picked up from Cadwell – Lien to chase. Other ramps with Ash – would it be possible for these to be taken to Cadwell? Chris Yates to ask.
Bore measurement tool – RH to investigate – MF stated these were commercially available.
Camshaft measurement tool – SW currently believe to have this LT to investigate.
Control Cams – MF provided these, measurement required to ensure these are to specification. RH and MF to ensure that a numbering system is agreed and in place with piper cams. MF will keep Cams.
Vernier Calliper – RH in possession, to be calibrated. 
Engine Checks
Suggestion that engine sealing hole info should be in the newsletter. Bolts with holes drilled should be available to purchase if necessary.
Engine sealing – alternative methods to be investigated with Ron at Cadwell. RH to bring an engine to Cadwell if the T4 works.
Tech Check Rota

RH will create log books and ensure that plastic wallets are available. RH will send Chris a spreadsheet.
